Graham Carr has informed the PC Chairman that the Humber Archaeological Team are too busy to undertake a survey. He has had
only one reply from a private firm of surveyors who would charge £500.

The precipitate action of withdrawing the planning application without consultation will have serious consequences for the PC. All that
was necessay was to agree that a planning condition could be imposed which provided for a survey to be completed before
development commences. The size of the fence posts - an objection raised by the Conservation Officer - could have been resolved by
negotiation.

Now, the PC will have to re-submft the application in a form which meets the new ERYC requirements and include a Design and
Access statement as required by new legislation.

24 October 2006 Removal of Leylandii

The Parish Council supported a revised proposal for a double garage which would avoid removing part of the very tall stand of leylandii
along the north side of the curtilage. Despite this, a number of mature trees have been removed leaving the whole site open to view
form Lowfield Lane.

This was reported to the enforcement officer who made a site visit. He was told that the trees had been removed because they were
dying!! Also, trenches had been dug to establish the exact position of the garage should planning permission be given. Digging
trenches does not amount to development as no footings had been laid. There had been no breach of planning consent.

AB63 Melton Grade Separated Junction

10 November 2006 Lowfield Lane Proposals
Carillon WSP have supplied drawings for the proposed changes to Lowfield Lane and Pool Bank Lane junctions with the A63. These
are based on traffic surveys which have confirmed that less than 500 vehicles use these junctions each day.

Regardless of any safety concerns which have been put forward by the Parish Council, they intend to do no more than the minimum to
bring the Lowfield Lane junction up to TD 41 specification.

It Is acknowledged that vehicles leaving Lowfield Lane will experience delays but it is alleged that the alternative of making Lowfield
Lane 'Lett in' and Pool Bank Lane 'Left out' met with objections. The idea that the Pool Bank exit (which wiM beclosed) should be
combined with the layby has not been considered.

Overall, there appears to be little benefit in return for the cost of upgrading the Lowfield Lane junction. We have

been asked to put forward any comments by 30 November.
